How to Apply

Summarise your initiative or project in 1000 words to include the following: 

Title and description

Key aims 

Methodology and evaluation 

Results and outcome for patients and/or colleagues

Entry Criteria

Entries are open to all paediatric endocrine nurses who are members of the
BSPED and involved in the care of children with endocrine disorders either
working individually or as a team

Entrants must be qualified paediatric nurses working in Paediatric
Endocrinology and registered to practise in the UK

The project must be the applicantÕs own work

Entries should be made by the individual nurse 

Entries must demonstrate a real difference to the delivery of nursing care and
the work described must be in progress or completed; work that has not yet
been started will not be considered

Each entry should be supported by a word statement of no more than 1000
words detailing the project 

The entrant must stipulate what the prize would be used for 

For each entry, a manager and/or supervisor must verify that the entrant has
indeed achieved what is described in their entry

Each entry will be judged by four or five judges

The winning entrant will be invited to receive their prize at an Award
Ceremony at a date and time to be confirmed, but which will take place
during the annual meeting of the British Society for Paediatric Endocrinology
and Diabetes

The annual closing date for entries is 15 September

The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into
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
